III. REPORT FROM REGIONAL ADVOCATE
Discussion of SHRC Guidance - Ms. Nan Neese introduced the Implementation Memo from the Chairperson of the State Human Rights Committee SHRC) and the new model Local Human Rights Committee Bylaws and the new Cooperative Agreement between LHRCs and affiliated providers.  Ms. Nan Neese stated the new Cooperative Agreement is to replace any existing Affiliation Agreements.  The SHRC is requiring all Local Human Rights Committees throughout the Commonwealth to adopt the new Bylaws and Agreements by June 2011, in order for the State Human Rights Committee to approve in July 2011.  Nan recommended that we reserve a good deal of time at the May meeting for finalization of these documents.
Clarification re:  It’s About Time, Inc.’s request for affiliation - Ms. Nan Neese reported that in keeping with the requirement for one Affiliation per Region, It’s About Time, Inc., does not need to request affiliation with the Mount Rogers Local Human Rights Committee since it has current affiliation with the Roanoke LHRC
IV. A NEW INSPIRATION POLICY AND PROCEDURES
A New Inspiration - Mr. Willy Carter notified the Committee that modifications regarding property damage under Section B-7 and 8 of the policy and procedures have been completed as requested by Ms. B. J. McKnight from the September 2010 meeting.

Holston Family Services - Ms. Dianna Wilson will advise the Mount Rogers Local Human Rights Committee if Holston Family Services plans to remain affiliated with this Committee at the May meeting.

Creative Family Solutions - There was no representation for this provider.
