Ms. Neese reported that a November or December Local Human Rights Committee meeting would be necessary to hear the request for affiliation for a new provider.  A tentative date of November 15, 2011 was scheduled for this purpose.

Ms. Neese recommended that since the LHRC is meeting in November anyway would the Committee’s desire be to treat the meeting as a regular meeting and ask affiliates to present 3rd quarter reports.
